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1 The ACCESS4EU common web portal, APORTA project 
homepage and common call database 

 

The “ACCESS4EU Common Web Portal” and “Common Call Database” were an initiative by 

ACCESS4EU coordinators, who planned the individual features of the web portal and the database in 

a joint effort, led by a taskforce from FORTH, DLR, APRE and IRD. Responsibilities and rights were 

agreed upon in a “Concept for a common web portal” and “Offer for Common Web portal Services” 

(see annex 1 and 2). The International Bureau of the BMBF is responsible for the coordination of the 

technical realisation of the web portal and the common call database.   

 

1.1 APORTA website 

The website for APORTA is a subpage of the “ACCESS4EU Common Web portal”. It can be accessed 

via the common webportal entry point www.access4.eu; by going directly to www.access4.eu/brazil or 

through the URL www.aporta4.eu.

1.2 The Common Call Database 

The ACCESS4EU common call database informs about calls and advertisements of third 

countries, which are open to researchers from EU Member States/ Associated Countries. It is thus 

directed at European researchers searching for funding opportunities outside of FP7. The database 

can be accessed on the Access4EU-webportal (www.access4.eu). The search function and results 

page of the database are self explanatory and can be used without registration. (Please see figure 2 

and 3 for examples of the search and results page).

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1.2.1 Maintenance of the Common Call Database  

 

The common call database is maintained by partners of the 11 participating ACCESS4EU countries 

(Australia, Brazil, China, India, Canada, Mexico, New Zealand, Russia, South Africa, South Korea, 

USA). The International Bureau of the BMBF is responsible for the coordination of the technical 

realisation of the common call database.   

Each country specific project is responsible of adding the calls of the country focussed. In order to 

enter a call, a project has to create a user account. Different types of administration rights were given 

to different kind of users. (For an overview, please see annex 3). When entering a programme to the 

database, different kinds of information about the open call will be requested: 

 
1. Country 

2. Programme type: 4 options (selection of multiple items possible) 

3. Thematic area: 12 options (selection of multiple items possible) 

4. Keywords: max. 400 characters incl. spaces 

5. Title of the programme 

6. Programme acronym 

7. Programme publication date 

8. Deadline for proposal submission 

9. Programme owner 

10. Short teaser abstract: max. 800 characters incl. spaces 

11. Programme description: max. 2000 characters incl. spaces 

12. Eligibility conditions: max. 3000 characters incl. spaces 

13. How to apply: max. 2000 characters incl. spaces 

14. Budget in €: max. 800 characters incl. spaces 

15. Max. funding duration 

16. Web link to further programme information 

17. Contact information programme owner 

 
 

Further details and instructions for ACCESS4EU project partners responsible for inserting calls in the 

database can be found in a “User Manual” created by the International Bureau. (Please see annex4). 
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1.2.2 Brazilian Calls in the Common Call Database 

In order to assure quality, all calls entered into the Common Call Database by APORTA project 

partners have to get reviewed by a second partner before being published.  

A set of criteria were established for Brazilian calls to be selected for the Common Call Database, 

predominantly the following: 

- Open currently or at least periodically recurrent;  

- Political will of international openness, or at least indication of that interest by programme 
owners; 

- Appropriate funding of individual proposals to arouse interest of participation by the European 
scientific community; 

- Sufficient overall financial resources of the call, so that the competition is not too fierce.

After the registration, your account has only editorial rights (see below under 
“Important notes”). We will give the Country Admin rights to the person named 
first in the template you received some time ago. If you want to have 
something changed concerning this, please contact Maximo Casas

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The search mask is really simple to use. You DON’T have to enter anything. You can 
make multiple choices by using STRG while clicking on them. You can also delete 
your marks using STRG! You can search by keywords if you type them in.
